Before asking for your continued support of the Latah Trail Foundation, I wanted to let 

you know that your donations at last yearôs ñTrail of Discoveryò dinner and auction 

raised $42,000 and helped us fund the following: 

 ðCompletion of the Jeff Martin Pavilion at the western trailhead 

 ðInstallation of a vault toilet near the Troy summit 

 ðThe acquisition and placement of numerous bike racks along the trail 

 ðAddition of railing on the first bridge in Bear Creek Canyon south of Troy (the 

 surface of which has been reconstructed for safe bicycle and pedestrian access by 

 and at the expense of Strom Electric, lead by Jim Fredenburg, to whom we owe 

 great thanks) 

 ðPaying down debt incurred in the purchase of 8.4 miles of right-of-way be-

 tween Troy and Kendrick 

 ðSetting aside $27,000 to purchase materials necessary to refurbish the next

 three (3) bridges south of Troy (this work is currently underway) 
 

While last yearôs fundraising was exceptional, the Latah Trail Foundation needs to raise 

$37,000 this year to make a required $10,000 payment related to the right-of-way acqui-

sition, fund the first mile of surface improvements in Bear Creek Canyon south of Troy 

that are expected to cost $18,000, and pay for an additional $9,000 in materials necessary 

for refurbishing the next three bridges. 
 

To accomplish this goal, we need your thoughtful and generous support. The life of the 

Latah Trail has always been dependent upon those of you who appreciate this magnifi-

cent legacy to health and the human spirit and are moved to respond to our calls for con-

tributions.
